She
reported about career week and the many community representatives that came to GWA to
connect with the students, as well as the veterans who came at recess. The first graders created a
habitat hallway to represent the habitats they have been learning about. The leadership teams are
focusing on collaboration and improving classroom instruction.

Administration Report: Blake Clark, Executive Director, reported that all November reports
are complete. Blake explained the student numbers correlated with the reading center. The
students in the younger grades are spending more time in the reading center (typically more than
1 year) versus those that are older who typically “graduate” out of the reading center quicker.
Blake explained that students in the younger graders are only qualified for the reading center if
they are more than a year behind versus the students in the older grades who can qualify for the
reading center if they are a few months behind because there is more space in the reading center.
